New Intercessory Prayer Policies to Begin September 5, 2010

M any church leaders candidly admit that the timely and orderly management of

Intercessory Pra yers that are bib lically grounded, theologically informed, pastorally

sensitive, sp iritually wholesome and relevant both locally and globally to the life of the

Caring Conversations
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local congregation, represents one of the more delicate and challenging aspects of

the Church’s ministry.  Over the years, Philadelphia has struggled to achieve this goal

w ith some degree of success. However, based on comments, feedback and mostly

“constructive criticism” over the past year or so, the Worship & M usic Committee, the

Congregation Council and Pastor Weant have developed a new set of policies which

we hope w ill encourage the use of Intercessory Prayer, broaden its scope, expand its

relevance and depth and move us closer to the above ideal we all desire but in a way

that is less cumbersome and unwieldy. We w ill try these new policies for six months and

then evaluate to see if further improvements or refinements are needed.

1. All members of the congregation who are perma nent residents in assisted

living or care facilities w ill be listed on the Intercessory Prayer list on a

perpetual basis. They w ill be removed by request only.

2. M embers of Philadelphia , friends of members, relatives, neighbors,

classmates, fellow  w orkers, etc. are encouraged to be added to the

Intercessory Prayer list as needed and desired.

3. The church office w ill maintain a record of the Sunday a p erson w a s first

p laced on the intercessory prayer list.  A person w ill remain on the Prayer List

for four weeks unless their situation improves or they notify the church office

and request that their name be removed.

4. If after four weeks, no update or progress report is received, a person’s name

will be removed from the Intercessory Prayer List on the assumption that their

circumstances have improved.

5. A person may remain on the Intercessory Prayer List indefinitely.  However,

after four weeks, the person, a relative or a friend should request an extension

on a week by week basis.

6. Intercessory Prayer requests are also encouraged for local and global needs,

crises, d isasters, etc. and w ill be rota ted on a nd off the Prayer List w ithin a

month unless an extension is requested on a week by week basis. 

For the past few weeks the le ft  a ir  cond itioning unit (if you are facing the altar) has

been giv ing trouble and is “on its last leg.” Our Property Committee and Congregation

are seriously evaluating w hat would be the best option in the long run given the fact

that both units are about twelve years old and are now  out of warranty. We also know

that both furnaces have considerable wear and corrosion that w ill likely present us w ith

additional costly repairs in the not too distant future. In the meantime, p lease bear w ith

us as we study the situation to determine whether we should make this sizeable repair

now or use this occasion to go launch a major effort to go ahead and replace both

heating and furnace units and eliminate an increasing number of costly repairs in the

future. We hope to have a proposal for the Council and  congregation to consider in

the near future.

In M arch of this year, every ELCA congregation and pastor received a “draft” copy of

the Proposed Social Statement on Genetics for study, review and comment. G iven the

breathtaking advances in recombinant D NA technology, genetic mapping, gene

splicing, genetic duplication and laboratory fabrication of rep lacement body tissues,

nano pharmacology, designer babies, and possib le human cloning, etc., we now face

a future of b io-technologies that hold both astounding possib ilities for the treatment

and cure of many dreaded diseases and also the horrifying specter of colossal d isaster

should these life altering technologies go awry or fa ll into the hands of people obsessed
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with the desire to wreck havoc on humanity. These advances raise a troubling array of

moral, theological, b ib lical and ethical d ilemmas for indiv iduals, families, the medical

community and society in general. Confronted w ith the  increasing gravity of the issues

that hang in the balance, Christians are called to wrestle w ith these challenges and to

help the Church provide a bib lical and theologically informed environment w ithin

which to struggle w ith the ethical d ilemma s generated by these scientific advances.

Between now and Oct. 15, 2010, congregations, pastors, lay persons, b ishops, scholars,

scientists, theologians and bib lical scholars are inv ited to rev iew  and submit comments,

revisions and reflections on the proposed Social Statement. In the coming weeks, Pastor

Weant w ill lead several b ib le study / theo logica l study sessions for anyone interested

in review ing in depth  the proposed draft statement. If you would like to participa te,

please sign the sheet on the narthex bulletin  board or contact Pastor Weant.

Stewardship Is a Way of Life “Thought for The Day”:
According to the 2009 report by the Empty Tomb Research Foundation,
www.emptytomb.org, an independent, Christian research organization that
studies stewardship and giving patterns across 29 Christian denominations,
some sobering patterns have emerged regarding our priorities and stewardship
across all denominational groups over the past 82 years. The Foundation
discovered that in 2005 the total amount given to Overseas Ministries involving
over 700 agencies, including denominational, inter-denomination and
independent agencies for aid, evangelism and development totaled $5.2
Billion. Moreover, if church members in the US had tithed in 2007 (latest year
available) an additional $161 Billion would have been available for the
Church’s mission. The Foundation also tracks consumer spending and priorities
which underscores the importance of teaching Biblically Grounded
Stewardship. The Foundation noted that in 2007, American consumers
increased their consumption of soft drinks by 2.7% over 2006 to an estimated
annual total of $72 Billion! The Good News of the Gospel invites, challenges
and draws us into a pilgrimage of spiritual growth and renewal where we as a
people of God can reflect the earmarks of the Church and manifest a generosity
and discipleship as a Lutheran Church commensurate with the love, grace and
abundance of blessings we have already received in Jesus Christ.

At this week’s Lutheran Support Group of Gaston, Inc. (LSGG) Board meeting, the LFS

staff gave an impressive update on some of the local ministries we are supporting

through the work of Lutheran Family Services(LFS). The  Foster Care Program in Gaston

County has 69 children in Foster Care and has tra ined and available a total of 89

Foster Care Parents.  Faith Farm Group Home currently has four homeless, women

veterans who have returned from service in Iraq or Afghanistan who are making

progress in the transition to civ ilian life. We also learned that both Bi-Lo  and Food Lion

have designated Lutheran Family Services in the Carolinas (LFS)as one of the charities

their customers can choose to support w hen they shop at either Bi-Lo or Food Lion .

Patrons that have either a Bi-Lo Booster Plus Card or a Food Lion MPV card can sign up

to support Lutheran Family Services and both Bi-Lo and Food Lion  w ill then donate a

portion of your purchase to Lutheran Fam ily Services in the Carolinas. Additional

information on signing up is available in the narthex.
